DMV Examination Test Information


Drive Test Information
There must be at least 15 days and 12 Hrs. of training between the date of getting your Commercials Learning Permit (CLP) and the date of the driving exam 
Your CLP is required to have all the endorsements/restrictions listed for the type of vehicle you intend to operate. Airbrakes, Tanks (N), Hazmat….ETC

Your CA Commercial Drivers License (CDL) will be restricted to an automatic transmission (E) unless you test in a manual transmission vehicle
The vehicle you are testing in must have minimum GVWR of 26,001 lbs to meet the commercial requirements
For the drive test you will be required to provide a test vehicle of appropriate class. The test vehicle needs to be at the intersection of Hicks Lane and Airport Service Road (across from Caballo Way) before the scheduled time. You will also be responsible for the return of the vehicle to its home location. 

DOCUMENTATION REQUIRED FOR SETTING UP THE DRIVE TEST
The documentation below needs to be submitted before the proctor can schedule a test: 

1. For BTU Volunteers - BTU DMV Drivers LOG with a minimum of 4 hours of pre-trip training and 8 hours of behind the wheel training

2. CAL FIRE Employees – IIPP-6 with a minimum of 4 hours of pre-trip training and 8 hours of behind the wheel training

3. Copy of a valid CA DMV Commercial Learners Permit (CLP) (You must keep the original on you)
4. Valid certificate of completion for DGS Defensive Driver Training Program 

5. DMV Drive Test Questionnaire
6. Copy of your Medical Certificate (According to Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration you still have to carry a copy obtained from your doctor NOT DMV)

The test will take about 3-4 hours to complete
